012 marks the 40th anniversary
20f the establishment of
diplomatic relations between
China and Germany. In the past
40 years, bilateral relations have
been developed smoothly that
have enhanced mutual trust and
cooperation in every field. In
2010, Sino-German relationship
upgraded to comprehensive strategic
partnership, and the first Chinese-
German inter-governmental
consultation was held successfully
in 2011. Sino-German relationship
reached an unprecedented breadth
and depth.

As the stabilizer of bilateral relations,
economic and trade cooperation has
been constantly deepening. In 2011,
Sino-German bilateral trade volume
reached $ 169.2 billion, with an
increase of 18.8%, which accounted
for nearly 30% of the total trade

between China and the EU. The
accumulated German investment in
China has reached $ 23.7 billion.
Our two countries have a broad
cooperating prospect. Hannover
MESSE is a great platform to expand
our cooperation in the fields of
mechanical manufacturing, energy
conservation, and environmental
protection, in order to promote Sino-
German relations to a higher level.

Under the invitation of Chancellor
Merkel, Premier Wen Jiabao
attended the opening of Hannover
Industrial Fair in April 22th, 2012.
This visit would further strengthen
the exchange among Sino-German
enterprises, consolidate the good
momentum bilateral development,
enrich the connotation of strategic
partnership, and push forward
the Sino-German and Sino-EU

relations.

Premier
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Enormous Potential for New Germany-China Strategic Partnerships

2012 is the 40th anniversary of the establishment of bilateral relations between Germany and China. The long-standing and comprehensive relationship
between two countries operates in all directions, at multiple levels and in all areas. Premier Wen Jiabao’s visit to the Hannover MESSE will further enhance
our cooperation. At this special moment, we are honored to have an interview with Dr. Michael Schaefer, the Ambassador of the Federal Republic of
Germany to China, to discuss the enormous potential for new Germany-China strategic partnerships.

Q: 2012 is the 40th anniversary of the establishment of the diplomatic
relationship between Germany and China. Could you please evaluate the
achievements between our two countries in key fields over the past 40 years?
A: If you see the world at large, there is of course as striking difference in our
relations today, compared to where our two countries began 40 years ago. It took
some foresight for our politicians to start the process of building a partnership,
which developed into a strategic partnership today. It is amazing to see how
the partnership nowadays encompasses all areas of public and private life, and
that was reached only in one generation’s time. Our partnership is built on,
but not exclusively, strong economic ties, is includes a strong net of high-level
political meetings, a deep-going cultural network, and extended people-to-people
relations.

The political relations could not be closer. It is impressive to see how often our
leaders meet and exchange. These meetings are not only formal political contacts.
Our dialogue includes cooperation in energy, environment and climate policy.
In culture, besides traditional cultural contents, we have intensive exchanges
of modern art, such as contemporary music, theatre, and dance. We want to
learn from each other and influence each other, entering together a new stage
of cultural development. Building broad people-to-people-networks in different
areas in our societies is necessary as well. We will start “The German-Chinese
Young Leaders Future Bridge” program soon, which is a network for young
professionals to build future relationships. In short, the relationship is not just a
linear partnership between our two economies, but extending into all fields of our
societies.

Q: As you just mentioned, we have maintained a frequent high-level
exchange. Premier Wen Jiabao will attend Hannover MESSE as one of
the chief guests. Would you give us more information about the fair and
the significance of this visit?

A: 1t is striking how close one high-level meeting followed the other. Last year,
Premier Wen Jiabao came to Berlin accompanied by 13 Ministers for inter-
governmental consultations, and Chancellor Merkel paid an official visit to
China this February. Bilateral issues, the sovereign European debt crisis, and
international developments were discussed. The following event is the visit by
Premier Wen Jiabao and Chancellor Angela Merkel to the Hannover Industrial Fair.
This fair is the largest and most important industrial fair in the world. It combines
different fairs under one roof, and presents the latest technology in key areas of
industrial production. The new focus of this year is on “green intelligence”.

The Hannover Fair has a different partner country each year, which has an
extended opportunity to present itself with its own industry policies, strategies,
and business plans. As partner of this year, China comes in with a very important
role. More than 600 Chinese companies are going to participate, to show where
China stands. Moreover, this is also a good chance for Chinese companies,
in view of the "going out" policy, to find new partnerships with thousands of
international companies who participate in the fair.

Premier Wen Jiabao will be the main guest of honor at the opening ceremony
of the Hannover Fair. Together with German Chancellor Merkel, he will give
presentations at German-Chinese Economic Forum. Furthermore, later this year,
both our heads of government intend to hold the second Chinese-German inter-
governmental consultation in China.

Q: Germany and China have strong economic cooperation for a long
time due to our exporting and importing demands. Nowadays, Chinese
government is working hard to change the situation from “Made in China” into
“Invented in China”. How do you think about our new way for cooperation?
A: I think the whole process of invention, production, and marketing of a
particular product should ideally follow in one line, have the same intellectual
ownership. That is what people associate with “Made in Germany”. It is very
important and positive that China intends to become not only an extended
work-bench of the world, but also to become a country of innovation. The most
important element of developing an innovative economy is education. We need to
educate people from young age onwards, allowing creativity to develop. Children
should not only learn and adapt, but also be creative.

Secondly, highly educated academics and highly professional workers are equally
important. German industry is so successful, because we have the best-skilled
workforce, who do not go to university, but attend the Dual System of Vocational
Training. They are being trained in theory and practice equally, in order to
understand the complicated elements of industrial production. This is basically
still lacking in China’s education system. Germany and China have signed a
memorandum of understanding last year to build a joint platform for professional
training. We are going to establish a number of pilot-projects in Shenyang,
Chonggqing, and Guangzhou, where we will set up centers for professional
training.

Moreover, the success of German industry is not due to big companies only,
but basically due to thousands of medium sized companies, mostly family
companies, who have concentrated on a single small segment of technology for
many generations, and contribute to those big companies, like Siemens, BMW
et.al. This production line leads to the integrated chain of technology in Germany.
Germany has been China’s partners of choice as far as technologies are
concerned. We have transferred more technology to China than to any other
country in the past 25 years. That is very positive, but obviously, we need also a
clear commitment from both sides on such issues as intellectual property. This
should only be transferred voluntarily. I am sure, if we continue to cooperate in
a win-win situation, we will have a bright future of cooperation in many fields,
particularly in future technologies.
Q: Under the encouragement of “go global” strategy, some Chinese
companies have tried to enter German market, such as Sany Heavy
Industry’s acquisition. Do you encourage this kind of investment? Which
fields are more welcoming capitals from China?
A: Chancellor Merkel and the whole German government have on many
occasions welcomed Chinese investments, not only in Germany but in Europe as
a whole. It is extremely important that our markets are part of a network of global
economies. If you compare, German companies have accumulated 21 billion
Euros invested in China. China has only invested 600 million in Germany so far.
Because of this imbalance, it is crucial and positive, that Chinese companies are
investing in Germany.
We already had a number of successful investments from China in Germany.
Huawei successfully invested, and has now a strong position in the German and
the European market. Now, Sany, a successful Chinese company with high-
tech capabilities, has a strategic interest in buying into Putzmeister, which is the
leading campaign in its field. Sany’s acquisition could be a very good example of
successful investment by China in Germany. I think the Putzmeister family at the
end of the day is happy to have an investing company, which is not just coming,
buying, taking technology, and going home, but investing, staying, becoming
a German company, and creating new jobs in Germany, similar to what our
companies do in China. These Chinese companies I know care about corporate
social responsibility. We look at this in a really positive way.
We hope that the Hannover Fair will give Chinese companies a very positive
outlook into other opportunities of investment in Germany, and also our
neighboring European countries. That is what such fairs are being made for to be
incremental in trade and investment.
Q: Communications will definitely enhance our mutual trust and
strengthen our friendship. German Chinese Cultural Year just began
to highlight the 40th anniversary. Could you give us a brief introduction
about the celebrating activities this year?
A: When we celebrated our 35th anniversaries in 2007, Germany started a series
of activities under the heading of “De Zhong Tong Xing”, Germany and China
moving ahead together. It was a three year event in 6 different regions of China.
Besides cultural events, we tried to engage all Chinese friends on the issue of
“sustainable urban development”. We combined cultural events with discussions
among experts from all walks of society.
This year, China has chosen to celebrate the 40th anniversary in Germany. China
will have a mixture of events as well. It has started with a beautiful concert by
the Chinese philharmonic orchestra in Berlin. Music festivals will be hosted in
a number of small cities, and a huge Chinese festival will be hold in September.
It also will incorporate business conferences in Dusseldorf and Cologne, where
many Chinese live.
In addition, Germany and China will have a serious of inter-cultural dialogues on
a series of aspects, such as China’s relationship between economic and political
development. It is essential at this point to better explain China to Germans.
Because most people have never been to China, the images of China are often
not correct. Many people have no idea how your country really develops. People
need to understand both the developed and the developing parts of China.
Germans admire the old Chinese culture, but rarely they are familiar with your
modern arts, music and dance scene. Showing the complexity of the Chinese
cultural development is essential. I hope, through this year, we can present a
comprehensive picture of China today to the wider German public.
Q: Do you have any other thing to share with our readers?
A: Since I was a young man, I realized how important it is to travel and see
the world with your own eyes. I would love to see more of our young people
from our two countries travel, meet and try to understand each other. It is a very
important fact that, despite all the differences in our tradition, in culture, and
the political systems, there are similarities as far as the emotional approaches to
modern life, the aspirations of people are concerned.
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Since China and Germany first established diplomatic ties 40 years ago, the two countries have successfully cooperated
in areas such as economics, trade and technology. Exchanges in innovative technologies between enterprises have
consistently emerged as key topics for interaction between the two countries. | believe Premier Wen Jiabao’s visit to
Germany this year, the fourth annual visit since 2008, will further deepen the strategic partnership between two countries.

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I Bilateral Relations

he relations between the People's Republic of

China and the Federal Republic of Germany made
sound progress in 2009. The two sides maintained
close high-level contacts, and deepened exchanges
and cooperation among parliaments, political parties,
science, education, culture, law, military and other
fields.
The two countries had frequent high-level exchanges.
On 12 March, President Hu Jintao sent a message of
condolences to President Horst Koehler about a fatal
shooting incident in a German school. On 25 May,
President Hu sent a message to President Koehler
to congratulate him on his re-election. On 8 July,
President Koehler wrote to thank President Hu for his
congratulatory message. On 25 October, President
Hu met briefly with Chancellor Angela Merkel on
the sidelines of the G20 Summit in Pittsburgh. They
exchanged views on climate change and the climate
change conference which to be held in Copenhagen.
On 28 October, NPC Chairman Wu Bangguo sent a
congratulatory message to President of the Bundestag
Norbert Lammert on his re-election. On 28-29 January,
Premier Wen Jiabao paid an official visit to Germany.
During his visit, Premier Wen had talks with Chancellor
Merkel and met separately with President Koehler and
Vice Chancellor and Federal Minister for Foreign Affairs
Frank-Walter Steinmeier. Premier Wen and Chancellor
Merkel issued the China-Germany Joint Statement on
Making Joint Efforts to Stabilize the Global Economy
and attended the 5th Chinese- German Forum for
Economic and Technological Cooperation. At the
Forum, Premier Wen delivered a speech entitled
"Enhancing Confidence and Deepening Cooperation
to Jointly Overcome the Current Hardships". On 25
June and 8 December, two telephone conversations
took place between Premier Wen and Chancellor
Merkel, both initiated by Chancellor Merkel. The two
sides exchanged views on the Korean nuclear issue,
procurement of Chinese products, climate change,
bilateral relations and the Copenhagen conference.
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On 28 October, Premier Wen sent a congratulatory
message to Chancellor Merkel on her re-election.
On 17 December, Premier Wen met with Chancellor
Merkel in Copenhagen, Denmark. They exchanged
views on the Copenhagen conference and climate
change. On 10-14 October, Vice President Xi Jinping
paid an official visit to Germany. During his visit, Vice
President Xi had talks with Chancellor Merkel and
met with President Koehler, Chairman of the Free
Democratic Party Guido Westerwelle, and Federal
Minister for Economics and Technology Karl-Theodor
zu Guttenberg. Vice President Xi also attended the
opening ceremony of the 61st Frankfurt Book Fair
where China was the Guest of Honor. On 24 March,
Ma Kai, State Councilor, Secretary-General of the
State Council and President of the National School of
Administration, met with German Ambassador to China
Michael Schaefer and a contingency management
delegation from Germany. On 17-19 May, General Guo
Boxiong, Member of the Political Bureau of the CPC
Central Committee and Vice Chairman of the Central
Military Commission, visited Germany.

The two foreign ministries maintained close contact.
In March, Vice Foreign Minister Song Tao met with
Germany's special envoy to Afghanistan and Pakistan
Bernd Muetzelburg at the SCO Special Conference on
Afghanistan in Moscow. In April, Vice Foreign Minister
Li Hui met with Blomeyer-Bartenstein, Commissioner
for Asian Affairs at the Federal Foreign Office. In June,
Vice Foreign Minister Li Hui and State Secretary of the
Federal Foreign Office Reinhard Silberberg co-chaired
the third round of China-Germany Strategic Dialogue
in Beijing. At the invitation of Foreign Minister Yang
Jiechi, a delegation of 10 young German diplomats
visited China during the third round of China-Germany
Strategic Dialogue. The third round of negotiations
on the Agreement on Judicial Assistance in Criminal
Affairs was held in Beijing. In October, Foreign
Minister Yang sent a congratulatory message to Guido
Westerwelle, Germany's new Federal Minister for
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Foreign Affairs. In November, Germany's new Minister
of State at the Federal Foreign Office Cornelia Pieper
visited China. She had talks with Vice Foreign Minister
Zhang Zhijun, and called on Minister of Science and
Technology Wan Gang, Vice Minister of Education
Hao Ping and Vice Minister of Culture Zhao Shaohua.
In December, Foreign Minister Yang talked by phone
with Vice Chancellor and Federal Minister for Foreign
Affairs Westerwelle. They exchanged views on bilateral
ties and climate change. Vice Foreign Minister Zhang
Zhijun, who was in Germany for political consultation,
had talks with Minister of State at the Federal Foreign
Office Werner Hoyer and met with Vice Chancellor
and Federal Minister for Foreign Affairs Westerwelle,
Minister of State at the Federal Foreign Office Pieper,
State Secretary of the Federal Foreign Office Wolf-
Ruthart Born, Chairman of the CDU/CSU parliamentary
group in the Bundestag Volker Kauder and Chairman
of the Social Democratic Party Sigmar Gabriel.

As a result of the adverse impact of the international
financial crisis, trade volume between China and
Germany saw a year-on-year decline. In February,
Minister of Commerce Chen Deming led a trade and
investment promotion delegation to Germany. The
two sides signed procurement contracts or letters of
intent worth more than US$10 billion. In December,
Federal Minister for Economics and Technology Rainer
Bruederle visited China. He met with Vice Premier
Wang Qishan and had talks with Commerce Minister
Chen Deming.

The two countries carried out regular parliamentary
and inter-party exchanges. In February, two Chinese
delegations visited Germany, led respectively by Ma
Wenpu, Vice Chairman of the NPC Foreign Affairs
Committee and Chairman of the China-Germany
Friendship Group, and Zhang Zhijun, Vice Minister
of the International Department of the CPC Central
Committee. In April, Vice Minister Zhang Zhijun was
invited by the Socialist International (Sl) and the Social
Democratic Party of Germany to a meeting of the SI
Committee on Disarmament in Berlin. Volker Kauder,
Chairman of the CDU/CSU parliamentary group in
the Bundestag, and Philipp Missfelder, Member of the
Bundestag and Chairman of the Junge Union, each
led a delegation to China. In June, Herta Daeubler-
Gmelin, Chairman of the Bundestag Committee for
Human Rights and Humanitarian Aid, visited China, In
November, Wang Zhizhen, CPPCC Vice Chairperson
and Vice Chairperson of the Chinese Association
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for International Understanding, led a delegation to
Germany.

Cooperation in science, education, culture, law, military
and other fields progressed smoothly. In March, the
ceremony to launch the Sino-German Science and
Education Year was held in Freie Universitat Berlin.
Minister of Science and Technology Wan Gang,
Vice Minister of Education Chen Xiaoya and Federal
Minister of Education and Research Annette Schavan
attended the ceremony. Zheng Dui, Director of the
Religious Study Institute under the China Tibetology
Research Center, led a Tibetologist delegation to
Germany. The 8th China-Germany Security Dialogue
was held. In April, President of the Interkultur Germany
Gunter Titsch visited China. An exhibition of treasures
of the Chinese imperial court and the Saxon-Polish
court (1670-1763) was opened, jointly presented
by the Palace Museum and the Dresden State Art
Collections. The 9th Chinese-German Rule of Law
Dialogue was held in Shenzhen. The two delegations
were headed respectively by Cao Kangtai, Director of
the State Council Legislative Affairs Office, and Brigitte
Zypries, Federal Minister of Justice. In May, the roof-
topping ceremony of a school building for Nanying
Primary School was held in Guangyuan, Sichuan. The
building was funded by the German government. In the
same month, the foundation was laid for Bayi Primary
School in Lizhou District, Guangyuan. That was funded
by German business community. In June, Minister
of Science and Technology Wan Gang and Vice
Minister of Justice Zhao Dacheng visited Germany.
Federal Minister of Education and Research Annette
Schavan and Federal Minister of Environment, Nature
Conservation and Nuclear Safety Sigmar Gabriel led
separate delegations to China. In August, Admiral Wu
Shengli, Member of the Central Military Commission
and Commander of the PLA Navy, visited Germany.
In September, Deputy Chief of the PLA General Staff
General Ma Xiaotian led a delegation to Munich for the
4th round of China-Germany Strategic Consultation
on Defense. In October, Tie Ning, Chairperson of
the Chinese Writers' Association, led a delegation of
Chinese writers to the 61st Frankfurt Book Fair for
China's Guest of Honor events. Juergen Ruettgers,
State Premier of North Rhine-Westphalia, visited
China. He met separately with Vice Premier Zhang

Reporter: Could you provide me with a brief
introduction on Huawei’s origins?

Mr. Xu Yuan: Huawei was founded in 1988 by Ren
Zhengfei. Initially the company supported the sales
department of a company from Hong Kong, but
merely within a year it began to manufacture its own
products.The employee-owned company diversified
its business model broadly and quickly expanded into
an international organization that currently employs
approximately 140.000 staff. Huawei‘s international
operations have driven its growth over the last couple
of years. The company’s customer-oriented solutions
fulfill customer demands and expectation around the
globe.

Our products and solutions have been deployed in
over 140 countries, serving 45 of the world’s 50 top
telecom operators and more than one third of the
world’s population.

The opening of the Stockholm F&E center in 2000
heralded the start of Huawei’s activities in Europe.
To date, the business employs 6000 staff in 34
branches all over Europe.

Reporter: How about the establishment
of Huawei Company in Germany and its
development?

Mr. Xu Yuan: Huawei’s presence in the German
market dates back more than 10 years and is marked
by a great focus on research and development. As
a sign of Huawei’s commitment to Germany, the
company moved its European headquarters from
London to Dusseldorf in 2008. The primary reason
for this decision was the proximity to main customers
in Germany.

Germany plays an increasingly crucial role for
Huawei as a hub for expanding its business activities
in the European markets. The company nowadays
has 1500 employees in 20 locations all over
Germany, including 5 research and development
centers and two training centers. More than 80% of
our employees are locally sourced.

As a truly global company, the localization of our
business activities in Germany is very important
to us. Our local employees are an integral part of
Huawei's success story that shapes our strategy for
the various locations.

Reporter: What specific measures has Huawei
Germany taken to accelerate localization?

Mr. Xu Yuan:The localization of our global activities
is one of our main principles. It also is reflected in
the high number of local employees. By this, we gain
a deeper insight into local markets and adapt local
clients’ needs to better fulfill their requests, seeking
the best product.

The global strategy of Huawei was adapted to the local
needs in Germany to best serve our German clients.
With our three business branches carrier, enterprise
and device, we cover Germany with our entire product
range. While until recently the focus was primarily
on software and professional services, Huawei now
also serves its customers with end devices, such as
smartphones and tablets, under its own brand.

We will continue to invest in Germany and focus
heavily on our research and development activities
in order to offer innovative and customized products,
services and solutions and to create long-term value
and growth potential for our customers.

An interview with Mr. Xu Yuan

Managing director of Huawei Technologies Deutschland GmbH

Reporter: And we are interested in your
enterprise business in Germany. Could you tell
a bit more about it?

Mr. Xu Yuan: We started addressing enterprise
customers with the new business unit from
2011 in Germany. Huawei Enterprise expands
its innovative capabilities from focusing on
traditional telecom networks to enterprise and
consumer device sectors in a coordinated “cloud-
pipe-device” structure. Our enterprise product
portfolio in Germany spans from Access Points
to Data Center and Cloud equipment including
switches, routers, WLAN, security, video
surveillance, Telepresence, VolP telephony,
servers, storage and so on. Our main focus in
Germany is to provide solutions for seven vertical
industries including Transport, Finance, Energy,
Health, Logistics, Manufacturing, Public and Resale.
‘We concentrate on enterprise-scale customers as well
as on the SMB segment. To address SMB customers,
we work with a growing number of VADs and will
expand our partnerships in the next years. Therefore,
we concluded a distribution agreement with German
VAD Computerlinks in 2011. We already hired about
50 employees for Enterprise business in the past one
year and plan to triplicate this number to 150 until
2013.

Reporter: As a well-known multinational
enterprise, what social responsibilities Huawei
Germany have shoulder?

Mr. Xu Yuan: Huawei takes its responsibility as an
international company and a good corporate citizen
very seriously. With our international strategy for
social responsibility we constantly initiate projects
all over the world and in Germany in order to make
our contribution to global sustainable development.
In Germany we have initiated additional projects.
As a partner of the Initiative D21, Germany's largest
partnership of politics and businesses for the securing
of the information society, we are committed to the
development of an equal digital society in Germany.
In international comparison Germany only takes a
place in the midfield in its handling of digital media.
As the D21-study, published in December 2011 "The
digital society in Germany - Six types of users in

comparison" has shown, 62% of Germans still do
not participate in the digital society, some because
of issues with technical access, but also because of
a basic lack of knowledge and competences that are
required for digital participation.

We want to contribute concretely in order to bridge
the digital divide and promote mobile learning and
work of students. As an example, Huawei equipped
a Berlin secondary school with 30 tablet PCs that
are used by the students in a number of subjects
in December 2011. Due to the great success of the
project in Berlin we plan to expand it to several
schools all over Germany.

Reporter: On the occasion of 40 years business
relations between China and Germany and
Premier Wen Jiabao’s visit to Germany to attend
Hannover Messe, what are your expectations
for Sino-German relations and China-EU
relations?

Since
Germany is an important market in which we wish to
grow further, we welcome the continuous prospering
of Sino-German relations.

Reporter: Mr. Sun, as you are the first German Patent
Attorney with Chinese nationality, | am very interested
to know why you have chosen the protection of
intellectual property rights as your career. And what
has driven you to found your own patent law firm,
HUASUN, in Munich?

Mr.Sun: I came to Germany in 2003 after graduating from
Tsinghua University in China. During my Master study
in Technical University of Munich, I learnt that Chinese
patent system has adopted many aspects of the German
patent system. Meanwhile, my life and study in Germany
provided me with the opportunity to experience how
the comprehensive legal system in Germany ensures a
harmonious society and its efficient functioning, which
made me very keen to learn more about German legal
system. The strict training program for becoming a German
Patent Attorney provides such a good opportunity: it
offers two year courses of civil law, commercial law and
other important aspects of legal knowledge, as well as the
practical work in a patent law firm and the internship in
the German Patent and Trademark Office and the Federal
Patent Court. Moreover, the protection of intellectual
property rights becomes more and more important for the
technological innovation in the modern society and my
scientific background fits well to this area. So I firmly
decided to engage myself in the career of a German Patent
Attorney.

Before the founding of HUASUN, I was working in
a renowned German law firm of patent attorneys and
attorneys-at-law for a couple of years, where I have dealt
with a large number of patent prosecutions and litigations
for leading international companies. However, this German
law firm’s major clients are in the United States, and
because of its heavy workload it does not make special
effort to explore the Chinese market. As a Chinese, I hope
I can have much freedom and decision power to work on
issues closely related to China. So I resigned from that law
firm and grounded my own firm, which mainly targets at
Chinese clients and clients with strong connections with
China. Because of the Chinese background of our law
firm’s decision-makers and the close collaboration between
our German and Chinese colleagues, we are able to provide
better-customized services for our clients in the fields of
German and European intellectual property rights.

Reporter: Today the Chinese companies put more

emphases on technological innovations and start
to expand their business towards the world. But
in Europe and especially in Germany, Chinese
companies are often easy to fall into their competitors’
patent traps. Regarding this, what are your
suggestions to Chinese companies?

Mr.Sun: Intellectual property rights become key wealth and
sharp weapons for Western as well as Japanese and Korean
companies in market competitions. Because of its efficient
court proceedings, Germany becomes a very important
battlefield of the intellectual property rights litigations of
multinational companies, such as Apple and Samsung. If
losing an infringement case in Germany, Chinese companies
usually have to pay a far higher amount of compensation
fees than the usual level in China. Moreover, they could
face the danger of a complete withdraw from the German
and the EU market.

Therefore, before its new products entering the EU market,
Chinese companies should assess the risk of intellectual
property rights, in particular when their competitors own
a large number of patents. Through a combination of
patent search and product analysis it is able to identify the
potential threat from their competitors’ patents. Then the
Chinese company has the option to nullify its competitor’s
patents through searching prior art technologies or designs;
or to modify its own technical features or designs to avoid
the patent infringement. The evaluation of the risk of
intellectual property rights is very important, as introducing
a new product into the EU market without paying attention
to this risk could make all the previous efforts of the
company for introducing the new product in vain.

When receiving the competitor’s warning letter, or in the
case of an infringement litigation is already in process,
Chinese companies should firstly analyze whether the
competitor’s allegations are reasoned. If they are confident
that their own products are not infringing, or they can
nullify the competitor’s patents, then they should use
the legal weapons to defend their own interests, and to
make the competitor compensate their losses. But, if their
product is indeed infringing the competitor’s patent, and
there is little hope to nullify the competitor’s patent, they
can consider reaching an agreement with their competitor
through negotiations, to keep their markets by paying a
certain amount of license fee.

Chinese companies should also develop their own
intellectual property “weapons” through patent applications.
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On one hand, they can prevent their inventions or
innovations from being illegally copied; on the other hand,
their competitors will feel more difficult to provoke an
intellectual property dispute. In this case, the protected
intellectual property rights of the Chinese company become
important bargaining chips in the negotiation with their
competitors.

Reporter: Germany has many world-famous international
exhibitions, such as the forthcoming Hannover Messe.
What is your recommendation to Chinese exhibitors
regarding intellectual property rights protection?

Mr.Sun: A common problem Chinese exhibitors often face
in Germany is the preliminary injunction. Competitors
usually investigate the allegedly infringing products
that may be exhibited by Chinese companies before
the exhibition actually starts. Once they confirm that
those products are truly displayed in the exhibition, they
immediately apply for a preliminary injunction to the
relevant German court. In some cases, the competitor may
send the Chinese company a warning letter before. As
these situations are considered to be urgent, the German
courts often issue a preliminary injunction without hearing.
Once the injunction reaches the booth, Chinese companies
must stop exhibiting their allegedly infringing products
immediately, otherwise they may have to pay a penalty
or be detained. Meanwhile, Chinese companies usually
have to pay the costs of the preliminary injunction for their
competitor, which usually amount to a few thousand Euros,
otherwise all their exhibited products in the booth may be
seized.

Before Chinese companies attend an exhibition, if they have
learnt that their competitors are very likely to apply for a
preliminary injunction with respect to a specific intellectual
property right, they could submit a self-protection letter
to the relevant court, which states that their products to
be exhibited do not infringe the competitor’s intellectual
property rights or these rights are not valid. In this case, the
court will consider the statements in the Chinese exhibitor’s
self-protection letter when receiving an application of
preliminary injunction from its competitor. With a fair
consideration of the requests from both sides, the count is
much less likely to issue a preliminary injunction.

When Chinese companies receive a warning letter from
their competitors during the exhibition, they should
immediately contact a German Patent Attorney or a German
Attorney-at-law. The attorneys will analyze whether the
reasons of intellectual property right infringement in the
warning letter are justified or not. We have also come across
some cases that the competitors deliberately intimidate
Chinese companies, taking advantage of their unfamiliarity
with German laws. In these cases, we represented our
Chinese client and negotiated with the representatives of
their competitor. At last, our Chinese client did not receive

a preliminary injunction as threated in the warning letter.
When receiving the preliminary injunction during the
exhibition, the order of the injunction must be obeyed. Even
when considering that the injunction is not justified, it can
only be settled down later by entrusting an attorney through
legal measurements.

Reporter: Which kinds of concrete services does
HUASUN provide for companies in the area of
intellectual property rights protection?

Mr.Sun: In the aspect of prosecution we provide services
for applying for all kinds of German industrial property
rights as well as European Patents, Registered Community
Designs and Community Trademarks.

In the area of non-prosecution we represent our clients in
opposition, nullity and infringement proceedings regarding
all kinds of German and European industrial property rights.
Furthermore, we elaborate all kinds of opinions including
Freedom-to-operate opinions for launching new products on
the market by evaluating the risk in the aspect of industrial
property rights. We also provide legal assistance during the
exhibition, as well as all kinds of consulting services in the
area of intellectual property rights.

Reporter: This year is the 40th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations between China and
Germany. Premier Wen Jiabao will also start his official
visit to Germany soon. What are your anticipations for
further development of Sino-German relations?
Mr.Sun: The first “Sino-German intergovernmental
consultations” took place last year, which was also the first
time of China to build such a special form of cooperation
with a foreign government.
The EU is China's largest trading partner. Germany, as the
EU's leading country, offers China successful experiences
in many aspects, especially in the area of legal system
and technical innovations. With its rapid rise, China
is increasingly becoming a non-negligible factor for
Germany and EU in making their important decisions.
Therefore, the promotion of in-depth cooperation
between China and Germany is in the long-term interest
of both countries.
We look forward to a further strengthening cooperation
between Germany and China in wide areas, in particular
in the field of intellectual property rights protection. And
we sincerely wish that the two countries will deepen their
friendship and achieve mutual prosperity.
